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MOUNTING THE BATTERY TRAY

1. Select an appropriate mounting location
for your battery (refer to 'Mounting
Requirements').

2. Fasten the Battery Tray in its
final position using your selected
fasteners (refer to ‘Mounting
Fasteners').

MOUNTING REQUIREMENTS

IMPORTANT: DO NOT install the battery in the
engine bay, it is not designed to operate in engine
bay environments.

= Mount the lithium battery permanently to a fixed
surface that has adequate strength to support it when
all connections and wiring are in place.
DO NOT mount on any moveable parts.

= The mounting surface must be flat and safe to drill
through — check the reverse side before drilling.

= Mount in a location where the Status LED on the
battery is visible.

= Leave adequate clearance around each side of the
battery to allow for air flow.

= [f installing the battery in an enclosed space, make
sure there is adequate venting.

MOUNTING FASTENERS

Select appropriately sized countersunk fasteners for
mounting the Battery Tray.

Ensure the selected fasteners:
= Are suitable for the mounting surface.

= Have a clearance-fit through the Mounting Holes on
the Battery Tray. M4 (#8 or 5/32") are recommended.

= Will not protrude from the surface of the Battery Tray
once installed.




SECURING THE BATTERY

1. Remove the nuts, spring washers, flat washers and
clamp section of the Battery Tray.

2. Place the battery centrally in the Battery Tray.

3. Align the locating features of the battery and the
Battery Tray.

4. Loosely re-install the battery clamp, flat
washers, spring washers and nuts removed
in step 1.

5. Align the battery clamp with the locating
features on the Battery.

6. Torque each nut to 7N-m (5.2 Ibf-ft) to securely
clamp the battery to the Battery Tray.

7. Refer to the lithium battery’s instruction
manual for wiring installation.
